In der Tagung Establishing
Transcultural New Music —
Bridging a Gap or Reinventing
Exoticism? treffen Akteure mit
Herkinften aus dem Iran, Irak,
Syrien, Turkei, Brasilien, Indien,
USA und Deutschland auf-
einander, um transkulturelle kinst-
lerische Prozesse zu diskutieren
und im Konzert vorzustellen. Die
Akteure verwenden den Begriff
Transkulturelle Neue Musik un-
abhéngig voneinander, um ihre
Arbeiten zwischen westlicher
Avantgarde und auPereuropai
schen Kontexten zu beschreiben.

Die Spannungen zwischen
musikalischen Traditionen, glo-

Trotzdem lasst sich das
Sprechen iber Musik nicht [6sen
von den Infegrationsdebatten
und nolens volens vom Klischee
Leitkultur vs. vermeintlich fremde
Kultur. Die Labels Inter-, Cross-
und Transkulturell helfen hier nur
bedingt, steckt doch im Dazwi-
schen immer auch die Zuwei-
sung von fremd und eigen.

Die Debatten um Identitét, Zu-
geharigkeit, Ausschlieung und
Verwandlung haben angesichts
von Migration und Re-Nafiona-
lisierung unmittelbar an Schérfe

parficipants of lranian, Iraq,
Syrian, Turkish, Brazilian, Indian,
North American and German
heritage are coming fogether fo
discuss franscultural processes
and fo present these processes
in concert. The participants de-
veloped the term ,Transcultural
New Music’ on their own and it
can be said that their works are
somewhere between the western
avant garde and the non-Europe-
an context.

The tensions between musical
traditions, globalised concert en-
vironments and individual musical
offiliations are visible in the work
with the artists and their instru-
ments. Their musical standpoints
and musical biographies can be
seen and heard in the concerts.

The term | Transcultural New
Music’ friggers contradicfions:
while it is inextricably linked o
the European classical music
institutes on the one hand, trans-
cultural is not really an cesthetic
category but rather a social and
political category. No musician
would like to be referred to

as transcultural, intercultural or
crosscultural. If there is fo be any
talk af all then it should be just
about the music itself. Nonethe-
less, music as a topic in ferms

of the public discourse about
infegration is here to sfay and

is part of cliché of the dominant
natfional culture vs. the ostensibly
foreign culture, like it or not. The
labels intercultural, crosscultural
and franscultural” are not very
helpful here as they also infer the
idea of being inbetween and
include the idea of the foreign
and the familiar.

Debates about identity, offiliation,
exclusion and fransformation are
more fopical than ever conside-
ring migration and renationalisa-
tion. Moreover, it has become
obvious that beyond academia
the idea of postmodern individu-
al and flowing concepts of iden-
fity do not really seem to apply.
For that very reason a deeper
comprehension of diverse cultural
influences and how we perceive,
modify and reference them as
composers, musicians and an
audience is more important than
ever.”
